Brushless motors are very different from
the more conventional brushed motors.
They rely on a three-phase power signal to
run and control the speed. For free flight
electric-powered model aeroplanes, this
power signal is provided by an electronic
part called the Electronic Speed Control,
abbreviated ta ESC. The ESC does all the
heavy lifting, but it has to be told what to
do and when. This is where the new Texas
Timers PLSR1 comes into play. Texas
Timers provides a ‘Plug and Fly' system
with no soldering required.
